3. Announce verbally several weeks and one week ahead during the announcement
portion of service. Best to have the New Member Coordinator or the Membership
Chair make the announcement.

4. Always keep a sign-up sheet for the next class in a prominent location and refer to
the sign up sheet in all advertising and announcements!
